Dear Peter:

The North American Numbering Council  (NANC) considered the question of NXX exhaust at its January 28, 1997 meeting and resolved to initiate a request to the Carrier Liaison Committee (CLC) to address this issue in its forum and reach an industry consensus on a solution. It was the understanding of NANC members that the Industry Carriers Compatibility Forum (ICCF) has done a substantial amount of work on the issue but has not reached consensus on a solution that could be implemented at least in the short term. It is also NANC's understanding that the Industry Numbering Committee (INC) is addressing the issue of number pooling as a longer term solution.

NANC hereby requests that the CLC initiate action to develop a plan for an industry solution to the NXX exhaust problem with associated time lines. Because the issue is of great importance in establishing an appropriate environment for a competitive market, NANC believes that the plan should include a short term initiative that can be implemented this year and provide quick relief while being consistent with longer term remedies. The CLC Chair is requested to present this plan at the February 26, 1997 NANC meeting.
