Dear Mr. Metzger:

Enclosed is a copy of the Local Number Portability Administration Working Group Report on Wireless Wireline Integration including the Architecture and Administration Plan for Local Number Portability.  These reports reflect many months of effort on the part of the Local Number Portability (LNP) Working Group of the North American Numbering Council (NANC) and the Wireless Wireline Integration Task Force of the LNP Working Group as well as several reviews by the NANC of the issues presented in the report.  Our report also includes a document entitled Support of Nation Wide Roaming.

The NANC has adopted this report and is forwarding it to you as its recommendation in accordance with the directive of the Federal Communications Commission in its Second Report and Order in CC Docket No. 95-116.

Three members of the NANC voted not to accept the report, viz. GTE, OPASTCO and SBC Communications, Inc.  I have been instructed by these three members to indicate that their opposition is based on the tight timeframes allowed in the report for completing certain work still to be accomplished by the NANC (see particularly Section 3.3.3.3) and not on any generic disagreement with the need to implement the integration.  While agreeing with the report, USTA expressed the same concern about the time allowed to complete these tasks.
