Dear Ms.Keeney:

As you know, Carrier Identification Codes (CICs) provide routing and billing information for calls from end users via trunk-side connections to interexchange carriers and other entities. Entities connect their facilities to access provider’s facilities using several different access arrangements, the common ones being Feature Group B (FG B) and Feature Group D (FG D).

CICs are assigned to entities that purchase FG B or FG D access, FG B translation access or are Local Exchange Carriers. For purposes of Industry CIC Assignment Guidelines, an entity is defined as a firm or group of firms under common ownership or control.

This current definition of an entity is often not sufficiently clear in the determination whether the assignment of a CIC to an entity with multiple affiliates should be made. 

Industry fora including NANC have been unable to agree on a more definitive and useable description of an entity.

Accordingly the NANC hereby requests the Commission to consider the issue outlined above for the purpose of providing a clear definition for use in assignment guidelines.
