Purpose of No. 23.3
On the question of the role of No. 23.3, which has been raised in Document CMR07/30, the United States is not convinced of the need for further elaboration or action at WRC-07. It is unwise to change No. 23.3 given the global complexities associated with this regulatory provision.

Long-established practice in terrestrial broadcasting and broadcast planning confirms that No. 23.3 has worked effectively since its inception nearly eighty years ago by allowing administrations the freedom to meet their service objectives. Moreover, the United States supports the advice given by RRB regarding the procedures to be followed in cases of harmful interference, and we also make a distinction between the role of No. 23.3 and the reports of harmful interference.

The United States is therefore of the view that No. 23.3 needs no further elaboration. This regulatory provision establishes guidance on the principle of minimizing transmitter power for broadcasting coverage while not constraining the freedom of administrations to meet their service objectives.

It should be carefully considered that many countries’ broadcasting requirements would be significantly affected by a change in this regulatory provision. Therefore, the issue must be dealt with broadly and with full consideration of all global broadcasting implications.
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
