Meeting Summary
The Agenda (IWG-3/WRC-07/Admin/Doc.35r1) for the 17th IWG-3 Meeting with a few
edits.

The draft Minutes of the 16th Meeting of IWG-3 (IWG-3/WRC-07/Admin/Doc.34) were
approved with minor edits.

Don Brittingham of Verizon Wireless introduced a new version of his draft proposal on
Agenda Item 1.4 (IWG-3/WRC-07/Proposal/Doc.14r7), which proposes identifying the
band 698-806 MHz for the future development of IMT-2000 and beyond. Discussion
continued on this document, focusing largely on the method for identifying spectrum.

Jose Albuguerque of Intelsat introduced a proposal on Agenda Item 1.4 which
recommends removing the entire band 3600-4200 MHz from consideration for Agenda
Item 1.4 with “no change” to the band. As the proposal was distributed late, the group
noted its introduction and agreed to come back to this proposal at the next meeting of
IWG-3.

Per the instructions of the WAC, the group reviewed Proposal Document 17r2 which
contained draft IWG-3 comments on the RCS proposal on Agenda Item 1.4 and
Background Document 7 (IWG-2 Views on Agenda Item 1.4) to see if harmonization of
the views was possible. The group also considered Proposal Document 18 in this context.
After a brief discussion, IWG-3 agreed to continue work on this document electronically
and address this at the next meeting of IWG-3..

The next IWG-3 meeting will be held on November 9th at 10am. The next WAC
meeting is scheduled for December 13th, 2006 at 11am.
