By the Chief, Consumer Protection and Competition Division, Cable Services Bureau:

1. On September 17, 1999, Falcon Cable Systems Company ("Falcon") filed an appeal of the local rate order adopted on July 21, 1999 by the Regional Cable Commission ("RCC") in the above- captioned communities in the State of Oregon.  The local rate order required Falcon to reduce the rates charged for basic cable service and associated equipment and to refund overcharges to subscribers.

2. On October 15, 1999 Falcon filed with the Commission a motion to withdraw its appeal.
  In its motion, Falcon explained that it has decided not to pursue its appeal of the RCC's rate orders in view of developments in the captioned communities and in other communications regulated by the RCC.  Falcon requests the appeal filed on September 17, 1999 be dismissed.  No opposition to the motion has been filed.

3. Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that Falcon's Motion to Withdraw Appeal of Local Order IS GRANTED and the appeal IS DISMISSED.
