CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE JOSEPH CHACHKIN TO RETIRE


Chief Administrative Law Judge Joseph Chachkin will retire on October 31, 1999, after 40 years of federal government service, of which 35 years have been at the  Federal Communications Commission.  


Judge Chachkin began his service with the Commission in July 1961 as a general attorney in the Common Carrier Bureau’s Public Utilities Division.  In October 1963 he joined the Broadcast Bureau’s Hearing Division as a trial attorney.  In  1967 he returned to private practice as a communications lawyer. 


Returning to the FCC in April 1969, Judge Chachkin was appointed as a general attorney in the Office of General Counsel’s Enforcement and Defense Division, transferring a year later to the Broadcast Bureau’s Hearing Division on special assignment.  On June 5, 1979, the Commission appointed him an Administrative Law Judge.  Judge Chachkin was appointed Chief Judge on June 7, 1998.  


Prior to joining the Commission, Judge Chachkin was in private practice in New York City.  He served in the United States Air Force from 1951 to 1955.


Upon retirement Judge Chachkin and his wife, Margaret, expect to reside in Washington, D.C.                                            
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
