OF three Petitions for Reconsideration

On November 19, 1999, Priority Communications, Inc. (Priority) filed a Petition for Reconsideration of an Order released on October 22, 1999, which denied Priority’s application for review of the denial of its petition for reconsideration of the grant to Priority at Port St. Joe, Florida on the frequency 931.0125 MHz rather than on 931.2375 MHz in FCC File No. 23842-P/ML-01-95.  Priority Communications Inc., Memorandum Opinion and Order, FCC 99-301 (rel. Oct. 22, 1999).

On November 19, 1999, Priority also filed a Petition for Reconsideration of an Order released on October 22, 1999, which denied Priority’s application for review of the denial of Priority’s petition for reconsideration of the grant to Priority at Colquitt, Georgia on the frequency 931.0125 MHz rather than on 931.2375 MHz in FCC File No. 22404-CD-P/ML-95.  Priority Communications Inc., Memorandum Opinion and Order, FCC 99-300 (rel. Oct. 22, 1999).

On December 22, 1999, Priority filed a Petition for Reconsideration of an Order released on November 24, 1999, which denied Priority’s application for review of the denial of Priority’s request for extension of its Pensacola, Florida construction permit in FCC File No. 22406-CD-P/ML-95.  Priority Communications Inc., Memorandum Opinion and Order, 14 FCC Rcd 19944 (1999).
By three letters, each dated August 23, 2000, Priority requested the withdrawal of each of its three  Petitions for Reconsideration, noting that “its business plans have changed as a result of the FCC’s transition from site-by-site to geographic licensing of 931 MHz paging facilities, which have rendered [Priority’s] concerns moot.” As part of each request, Priority provided a certification in accordance with section 1.935(a) of the Commission’s rules.  47 C.F.R. §1.935(a).

The Policy and Rules Branch of the Commercial Wireless Division has reviewed and hereby approves Priority’s requests to withdraw its three Petitions for Reconsideration.
